
Our GOLF AND BEER TOUR starts in Prague, at U Fleků, 

the most famous microbrewery in Bohemia. Beer 

has been made here continuously since 1499. 

The brewery also comprises an old-Prague cabaret, 

garden restaurant and brewery museum. After trying 

a special dark 13° yeast lager, we can start preparing 

our golf clubs for the fi rst golf stop, the Ypsilon Golf 

Resort Liberec. It is located within a hilly terrain, 

420 to 465 metres above sea level. The holes never 

cross one another, and there is plenty of space all 

around the fairways and greens so that overlooking 

terraces can be built there. In its vicinity, there are 

several traditional Czech breweries. For time as well as 

purely practical reasons, however, it is not possible to 

visit all of them. Otherwise, we would not be able to 

fi nd the teeing ground at the next course, or we might 

even fall asleep in a bunker. 

The clubs are packed and we are heading to Dětenice. 

In addition to the excellent 13° dark lager, this 

castle brewery off ers specialities of medieval cuisine 

prepared on an open fi re. The beer here is made in 

a copper kettle and strained through straw. Forget 

for a while the urbane behaviour and manners 

of the personnel at the golf club restaurants, for now 

we are in the Middle Ages and the servers behave 

accordingly. Those of frailer temperament may do well 

to have two glasses of that 13° beer. 

It is now time to leave the Middle Ages and go 

to a place renowned for its history that is a few 

hundreds years younger. That is the Golf Resort 

Konopiště, located just fi ve kilometres from the 

popular Konopiště castle and close to the Ferdinand 

brewery in nearby Benešov. Golf Resort Konopiště is 

defi nitely not to be missed. What about trying to play 

a marathon 36 holes + public course? 

Connoisseurs will certainly appreciate the delicious 

light lager Premium. But only one, or no more 

than two, because one of the most beautiful golf 

courses in the Czech Republic awaits – Karlštejn Golf 

Resort. In its proximity is located the Royal Brewery 

of Krušovice. The brewery was established 425 years 

ago and supplied beer even to the court of Emperor 

Rudolf II. In the historic malthouse, the light beer 

Mušketýr and the lager Imperial will help us forget 

our despair at the second hole. The motto of the 

Karlštejn Golf Resort is, after all, “easy bogey but 

diffi  cult birdie”.

All can be redeemed at the next stop. A new course, 

a new game – Golf Park Pilsen. Yes, that Pilsen, the so-

called capital city of beer. Here, the world-renown 

Pilsner Urquell beer is made and exported to the entire 

world. The tour of the brewery includes the oldest 

brewing kettle, from 1842, as well as the modern 

present-day brewing house. The Brewery Museum is 

also unique, as it is the only technical museum of its 

kind in the Czech Republic. Already with your fi rst glass 

of beer you will understand why the Pilsner Urquell 

brand gave the beer its name. The expressions “pils” or 

“pilsner” have become general terms used worldwide 

for a kind of beer made using bottom fermentation. 

Hardly anyone knows, however, that everything comes 

from the base of the name of the city of Plzeň, which is 

Pilsen in German.

Our next and fi nal stop will be an entirely relaxing 

visit to Chodová Planá. We defi nitely need to have 

a rest, because trying to hit the small island green 

of the 11th hole at the Golf Park Pilsen with a wind 

that never seems to let up is truly absurd.

We deserve a reward for our achievements both 

at the golf courses and in the brewery restaurants, 

and that reward is the Beer Spa. In a hot bath made 

of a mixture of hops, the dark Bathing Beer, medicinal 

herbs and yeasts, all today’s tee-shots will seem at 

least 50 meters longer, especially if we supplement 

the bath with a nicely iced glass of the yeast lager 

Skalní ležák (Rocky Lager).

Visiting any of the nearly 80 golf courses in the Czech Republic, playing 9 or 
18 holes and not refreshing oneself afterwards with a glass of ice cold Czech 
beer would be the same sin as declining a glass of dry chardonnay at the golf 
courses in France or the Republic of South Africa. Yes, the Czech Republic is 
the country of beer, with a tradition dating back more than a thousand years. 
In the vicinity of many golf courses, you can visit breweries hundreds of years 
old that off er tours of their historic premises. There you can try the lagers that 
have made this country famous throughout the world. In Bohemia, you can 
hardly fi nd an area without its own renowned brewery or microbrewery.
